
ENFORCEMENT 
    Your Community Documents are designed to preserve and protect 
your community and enhance the enjoyment of your stay.  Therefore, 
violations of the rules and community covenants result in the 
assessment of certain charges to pay for the administrative overhead 
incurred by the Association in the enforcement of these rules and 
covenants. 
 
 SCHEDULE OF CHARGES

   IV     $ 500.00  
 
Class I charges are aimed at relatively minor violations and you are not 
entitled to dispute the charge.  They must be paid promptly. 
 
Class II, III, and IV charges are aimed at more serious violations.  You 
are entitled to contest the alleged violations, and the assessed charge, 
and ask for a hearing before a special Association Hearings Committee 
made up of owners from the Shawnee Commons Corporation Board of 
Directors established to resolve such disputes.  These charges (plus any 
other special assessment) must be paid promptly even though you are 
contesting the matter.  You may request a hearing by writing to Interval 
Management, Inc., P.O. Box 93, Fort DePuy, Shawnee-on-Delaware, 
PA  18356.  A hearing will be scheduled on a Saturday within 90 days, 
and you will be informed of the date, time, and place of appeal.  If you 
fail to attend the appeal meeting, a ruling will be made against you and 
you are entitled to no further action.  Charges that remain unpaid will be 
converted to special assessments. 
 
    Special assessments may be levied against you arising out of damage 
to your unit interior, its contents, or the common areas that exceeds 
normal wear and tear.  The amount of the special assessment is based on 
the cost of restoring the damaged element to its original condition.  
These special assessments are contestable, but they must be paid before 
you can appeal them.  Special assessments charged to all owners within 
an Association are non-contestable and must be paid promptly on 
demand. 
 
       A notice will be provided to you setting forth the alleged violation, 
the charges and/or any special assessment associated with it, any loss of 
privileges, and the procedure to request a hearing (if you are entitled to 
one). 
 
    Your right to contest a charge, special assessment, or loss of 
privileges does not put off your obligation to promptly pay the charges 
or any special assessments.  A determination in your favor by the 
Hearing Committee may result in a partial or total refund of the charge 
or special assessment paid. 
 
    See your Association By-Laws for more details concerning your 
rights regarding charges and special assessments.

RULES & REGULATIONS 
ADOPTED MAY 21, 1994 

AMENDED AUGUST 1996; OCTOBER 2003 
 

INTRODUCTION 
    Welcome to Shawnee Village consisting of Fairway Village, DePuy 
Village, River Villages I & II, and Ridge Top Village.  Compliance 
with the Community Rules & Regulations will ensure that all residents 
of Shawnee Village enjoy a pleasant and harmonious lifestyle.  Whether 
you are an owner, renter, tour guest, exchanger, or guest of an owner, 
these rules are intended to provide a guide to carefree vacationing. 
 
    Residents are responsible for the actions of their family members and 
guests.  Violations of these rules and covenants may result in the 
imposition of special assessments, four classes of charges (i.e. $50, 
$100, $250, $500), and loss of privileges or services.  The loss of 
privileges may be imposed in addition to the special assessments or 
charges set forth below.  No Shawnee entity nor any of the Owners 
Associations shall be liable for any injuries or damage resulting from 
violations of the Community Rules & Regulations. 
 
AUTHORITY 
    The Declaration of Protective Covenants of each of  Shawnee's 
Owners Associations provides that the Associations develop reasonable 
Community Rules & Regulations governing the use and enjoyment of 
the common areas. 
 
    The Board of Directors, through Interval Management, Inc., have the 
power to suspend use of the common areas and recreational facilities, 
levy charges, create special assessments and/or to expel non-owners 
from Shawnee for conduct which may endanger the welfare, interest, or 
character of Shawnee, or any conduct in willful violation of these rules 
and regulations. 
 
SECURITY DEPARTMENT 
    The Security Department, in cooperation with the Housekeeping, 
Maintenance, Activities, and Resident Services Departments, is 
responsible for enforcing the Community Rules & Regulations.  The 
private security force is a department of Interval Management Inc., 
which is directly responsible to the Association Boards of Directors. 
 
    In the event of violations of the Community Rules & Regulations, the 
Security Department will create written and/or pictorial reports for 
consideration by the Hearing Committee.  Security personnel will 
respond to all complaints and will assist any residents in case of an 
emergency. 
 
1.  EMERGENCY CALLS            
    For all calls for fire, medical, or police emergencies, dial 9 + 911 
first.  After 911 has been dispatched, please call Security at Ext. 1444 
for additional assistance. 
    Calls for EMERGENCY unit maintenance, such as no heat, no water, 
etc., contact Resident Services at Ext. 1455.  If this emergency occurs 
after 11PM and before 7AM, call Security at Ext. 1444 for assistance. 
 
2.  FAILURE TO PAY ASSESSMENTS  
    Failure to pay an assessment will result in occupancy to your unit 
being denied.  All association fees, special assessments, and outstanding 
charges must be paid before entrance to your unit is permitted or before 
an exchange network will begin processing your exchange request.  If 
you  plan to allow a guest to occupy your unit, all outstanding fees and 
assessments must be paid before the guest will be permitted to check in. 
 
 
 



3.  OCCUPANY      
    A.  Occupancy in the townhouses and condominiums is limited to the 
following: 
 
Fairway Village: Styles 'A', 'B', 'C', 'D', 'E'    
8 persons 
 
DePuy Village: Styles 'C', 'D'     
8 persons 
 
Fairway & DePuy Villages: Style 'F'    
6 persons 
 
River Villages I & II and Ridge Top    
8 persons 
(including Summit and Valley View units) 
 
    Occupancy is defined as an overnight stay.  The limits noted above 
include children and apply to all residents whether related or not. 
 
B.  In the event that you know more than the maximum number of 
guests will visit on a temporary basis (not overnight) as in the case of a 
party or similar gathering, notify Shawnee Security as early as possible. 
 
C.  Violations will result in the assessment of a Class II charge for each 
person per night over the allowed maximum 
 
4.  VEHICLES, PARKING, AND TRAFFIC     
A.  Parking permits must be displayed in or on all vehicles.  Failure to 
do so shall result in the assessment of a Class I charge. 
 
B.  Parking is permitted only in designated parking areas.  Owners of 
vehicles parked in non-designated areas will be assessed a Class I 
charge.  Vehicles repeatedly parked in non-designated areas will be 
towed and the vehicle owner will be assessed a Class I charge plus the 
towing cost. 
 
C.  The maximum speed limit throughout Shawnee Village is 15 MPH, 
as posted.  Speeders will be assessed a Class I charge for each speeding 
violation.  Excessive or repetitive speeding may be assessed a Class II 
charge per violation. 
 
D.  Parking areas are for vehicles belonging to residents.  NO boats, 
campers, trailers, or mobile homes are to be parked there.  Unauthorized 
parking of prohibited vehicles will result in the assessment of a Class I 
charge per violation.  Overflow parking areas are available in each 
Village for these vehicles. 
 
E.  No unlicensed motorized vehicles are permitted on the roads, 
parking lots, or other common areas of Shawnee Village.  Specifically, 
all terrain three and four wheelers, mini-bikes, dirt bikes, scooters, and 
snowmobiles are prohibited.  Violations will result in a Class II charge.  
All vehicles that are operated within Shawnee Village must be licensed, 
inspected, and insured in such that they could be operated on any public 
road. 
    
    The only exceptions to this rule are that golf carts can be operated 
within the areas of Shawnee Inn, Fairway Village, and River Village I.  
Also motorized vehicles designed to facilitate the mobility of 
individuals with physical impairments are permitted. 
 
F.  In Fairway Village, DePuy Village, River Village I, and Ridge Top 
Village, there is one assigned parking space per unit.  Parking in a space 
assigned to another resident will result in a Class I charge.  Parking 
spaces are not assigned in River Village II.  Residents who bring more 
than the allotted number of vehicles should park additional vehicles in 
overflow parking located farther away from the units. 
 

G. Children under the age of twelve years who ride skateboards, 
scooters, bicycles, and other wheeled toys must wear protective 
headgear according to the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 
 
5.  PETS   
    No pets of any size or type for any period are permitted in Shawnee 
Village.  Nearby kennels are available.  A Class II charge will be 
assessed for each day that a pet remains in a Shawnee Village unit, plus 
a special assessment to cover the cost of thoroughly cleaning the unit 
for the next guest.  This policy does not apply to guide animals required 
by some individuals with visual or hearing disabilities.  All individuals 
bringing guide animals to Shawnee should notify Resident Services at 
Ext. 1455 as far in advance of their stay as possible. 
 
6.  BARBECUES     
A.  BBQ grills may be used in the grassy areas behind each unit, at the 
picnic areas, pavilions, or at the recreation areas where permanent grills 
have been installed.  They may not be used in front of any villa 
(Violations will result in a Class I charge.) or on the open porches, 
decks, screened-in porches, steps, or walkways of any unit (Violations 
will result in a Class II charge.).  A special assessment will be levied to 
repair any damage caused by the improper use of BBQ grills. 
B.  Used charcoal must be discarded in non-flammable ash containers 
provided for that use at several locations.  Disposing of ash in any other 
way will result in a Class II charge. 
C.  Charcoal lighter fluid may not be stored in or about the building 
unless stored in a non-flammable container.  Violations will result in a 
Class II charge. 
 
7.  GENERAL   
A.  Owners are responsible for the actions of all persons who use the 
their unit with permission. In the event of occupancy through a rental, a 
responsible party who assumes responsibility for the unit condition and 
the behavior of all occupants must be at least twenty-one years of age 
and be an occupant of the unit throughout its entire rental. 
 
B.  The villas are to be used for residential purposes only.  Therefore, 
no unit should be used for business purposes.  There will be no door-to-
door solicitation or distribution of materials on the vehicles parking in 
any lot.  Violations will result in a Class III charge. 
 
C.  Residents may not keep any material or do anything in and around 
their unit which could constitute a fire hazard.  Storage of flammable 
materials such as paint, gasoline, or fireworks is expressly prohibited.  
Violations will result in a Class III charge. 
 
D.  Residents shall not commit or permit any nuisance or illegal acts in 
or about the unit or common areas, or obstruct or interfere with the right 
or convenience of other unit residents.  Violations will result in a Class 
III charge. 
E.  No signs may be posted in, on, or about the unit or common areas so 
as to be visible from the community common areas.  Violations will 
result in a Class I charge. 
 
F.  No tent, trailer, mobile home, or temporary structure of any kind is 
permitted on any part of the Common Areas of Shawnee Village.  
Violations will result in a Class I charge. 
 
G.  No loaded guns or weapons of any kind shall be carried or 
discharged on any area within Shawnee Village.  Weapons are defined 
as firearms of all types including pellet and air rifles and bows and 
arrows. Violations will result in a Class IV charge. 
 
H. Despite the fact that fireworks are sold locally, they, along with all 
types of explosives, are prohibited on Shawnee property. Violations will 
result in a Class IV charge. 



 
8.  NOISE   
    No offensive, loud, or annoying activity is permitted.  Violations will 
result in a Class I charge.  Be especially mindful of the noise you 
generate between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 8:00 A.M. 
 
9.  PERSONAL CONDUCT IN THE COMMUNITY 
A.  All residents are entitled to a relaxing, carefree vacation at Shawnee 
Village.  No nuisance shall be allowed in the community or shall any 
practice be allowed which is a source or annoyance to other residents or 
which interferes with the proper use of a home, property, or facility in 
the community.  Behavior in the community that is lewd, harassing, 
intimidating, threatening, destructive, overly boisterous, or indicative of 
public drunkenness will not be tolerated.  In instances where a statute of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania is violated, the proper authorities 
will be notified.  In instances where law is violated, a Class II charge 
will be assessed.   Persistent or especially disruptive behavior may 
result in residents being restricted from using the Common Areas, the 
recreational facilities, and the Shawnee Inn. 
B.  As Shawnee Village is a family resort, residents must take 
responsibility at all times for their children.  Because large groups of 
children and teens can be intimidating to residents, individuals under 
the age of 18 years are not permitted to congregate in groups larger than 
two after 10:00 P.M.  This policy pertains to the recreation areas, the 
Common Areas, and the grounds of the Shawnee Inn.  If there is a 
sponsored activity that lasts later than 10:00 P.M., this curfew takes 
effect one half-hour after the activity has ended.  Violations of this 
policy will result in a Class I charge. 
 
C.  Consumption of alcoholic beverages by persons under the age of 21 
years will not be tolerated.  Violations of this rule will be enforced by 
the Commonwealth. 
 
D.  A parent or guardian may be required by the Security Department to 
personally remove a minor in their charge from the site of a violation of 
any of the rules. 
 
10.  FIREPLACES   
    The use of the fireplace or wood-burning stove in your Shawnee 
Village unit can add to your enjoyment.  There are a few rules that 
should be followed. 
 
A.  Be sure the damper in the stove or fireplace is open.  Should you 
start a fire with the damper closed, your unit will quickly fill up with 
smoke and you may incur a special assessment if extra cleaning is 
necessary to rid the unit of the smell of smoke. 
 
B.  It is recommended that you not use artificial logs in the fireplaces or 
wood burning stoves.  For information on where to purchase wood, call 
Resident Services at Ext. 1455.   
 
C.  Use paper and kindling to get the fire started. Add logs of increasing 
diameter as your fire catches and be sure all logs fit into the fireplace 
and that the screen or door can be closed. 
 
D.  NEVER burn pressure treated lumber or plastic material as toxic 
fumes may result.   
 
E.  Do not try to dispose of hot ashes.  Let the fire burn completely out, 
then shut the damper.  Let the ashes accumulate and the staff will 
dispose of them after you check out. 
 
F.  Firewood should not be cut, split, or chopped in the units or on the 
decks of the units.  Violations will result in a Class II charge, and may 
result in other special assessments to repair any damage to the unit, 
porch, or deck. 
 

11.  OUTDOOR   
A.  No linens, clothing, towels, or any other item shall be hung from 
any windows, doors, or decks.  Violations will result in a Class I charge. 
B.  Cutting trees in Shawnee Village or in the adjoining woods is 
absolutely forbidden.  Violations will result in a Class IV charge for 
each felled tree. 
 
12.  NON-PLAY AREAS 
A.  Walking, climbing, and playing in construction areas are prohibited. 
B.  Playing in parking areas among parked cars, or in the road is not 
permitted. 
C.  Residents are responsible for their children’s and guests’ conduct 
and activities at all times, and shall be held responsible to pay for any 
damage or injuries arising there from plus the assessment of a Class II 
charge. 
 
13.  CHANGES, ALTERATIONS, ADDITIONS 
    No changes, alterations, or additions of any kind shall be made to the 
interior or exterior of a unit or to any element in the common area.  
Violations will result in a Class IV charge, and may result in other 
special assessments to return the unit or common element to its former 
state. 
 
14.  DAMAGE  
    All residents shall be directly responsible for all negligent, accidental, 
intentional, or unintentional damage to the interior or exterior of the unit 
or to the common areas, caused by them, their families, or guests and 
shall be liable for the cost of repair, replacement, and other related 
expenses and costs as provided for in the Community Documents.  The 
cost of repairing the damage will be billed to the resident as a special 
assessment. 
 
15.  TRASH REMOVAL, LITTERING, AND RECYCLING  
A.  Trash is picked up three or four times per week, depending on the 
season.  Trash should be properly bagged in plastic bags (not paper) and 
deposited in the containers provided for that purpose.  Should the 
garbage container become full, please contact Resident Services at Ext. 
1455. 
B.  Litter containers are placed throughout the Village for your 
convenience in disposing of small items such as candy wrappers, paper 
cups, and cigarette butts.  Failure to use these containers will result in a 
Class I charge per violation. 
 
C. Trash left outside the trash containers can attract animals (skunks, 
raccoons, and black bears) that scatter the garbage around the common 
areas. 
 
16.  CHECK-OUT 
   Please assist in maintaining the cleanliness of the units by: 
A.  Washing and storing all kitchen items before checkout. 
B.  Removing linens from beds and bathrooms and placing them in the 
foyer for removal. 
C.  Removing all household garbage from the villa. 
D.  Reporting all items requiring maintenance. 
E.  Closing all windows before checking out, and turning off the air 
conditioning in the summer and lowering the heat to 60 degrees in the 
winter. 
F.  Units left in unusually dirty condition may result in an assessment of 
a Class II charge plus a special assessment for the cost of additional 
cleaning. 
G.  Check-out time is 9:00 A.M. on the last day of your interval.  
Failure to vacate the unit by this time will result in a Class I charge in 
addition to the other remedies listed in your community documents.  All 
check-ins and checkouts are handled at the Central Check-In office 
located in the Shawnee Commons Recreation Center. 



 
17.  KEYS   
    Two key cards for the unit will be issued at check-in. 
 
18.  HOUSEKEEPING   
    The following housekeeping services are provided before your 4:00 
PM check-in. 
A.  Unit vacuumed and dusted. 
B.  Bathrooms and kitchen cleaned. 
C.  Refrigerator, oven, and dishwasher cleaned. 
D.  All dishes, utensils, pots, and pans inspected to insure cleanliness. 
E.  Lights and appliances checked for operation. 
F.  All furnishings and fixtures inventoried. 
    If you have need for additional Housekeeping or Maintenance, please 
call Resident Services at Ext. 1455. 
 
19.  REMOVAL OF CONTENTS FROM UNITS 
    No dishes, utensils, pots or pans, linens, furnishings, appliances or 
fixtures are to be removed from any unit.  Residents will be assessed a 
Class II charge plus a special assessment for the costs to replace any 
items from units after checkout and inspection. 
 
20.  CHARGES FOR SERVICE DURING RESIDENCY 
    All charges incurred by residents during their occupancy including, 
but not limited to, phone charges and charges for additional 
housekeeping services must be paid at checkout.  Failure to pay all 
assessments at checkout will result in a Class I charge plus the cost of 
all charges. 
 
21.  THEFT OF VALUABLES FROM VEHICLES   
    No valuables (especially skis and bicycles) should be kept in or on 
guests’ vehicles.  The Homeowner Associations do not carry insurance 
to reimburse residents for losses due to theft.  In the event that valuables 
are stolen from a vehicle, residents should call Security at Ext. 1444 so 
that an incident report can be completed and the State Police notified. 
 
22.  RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES AND AMENITIES 
    Each week, a variety of free and inexpensive activities are scheduled 
for Shawnee Village residents. These activities are listed in the 
Activities Bulletin included in the check-in package and are highlighted 
on TV channel 16.  There is no charge for the use of the following 
amenities:

   Wristbands will be issued for each member of your party (to a 
maximum of 8) at check in. These wristbands will provide you with 
admission to the Recreation Center and the no-cost activities. 
Wristbands must be worn on your person so they are readily visible 
 

 Owners not in residence are also entitled to use Shawnee’s 
recreational amenities. Wristbands are required and will be issued to 
owners and their immediate family including unmarried children under 
the age of 21. Attempts by owners not in residence to permit the use of 
the recreational amenities by unauthorized users may result in 
withdrawal of the owner’s usage rights for a three-month period along 
with a Class II charge. 
 
 Recreational equipment (balls, rackets, and games) is available at the 
Activities Office (Ext. 1155) located in the Recreation Center.  A 
refundable deposit is required on most equipment borrowed.   
 
 Should you decide to use any of the recreational facilities or 
amenities, you assume all obvious and perceivable risks inherent in the 
use of the facility.  
 
There are a variety of activities in and around Shawnee Village for 
which there is a charge for use.  Included are Shawnee Mountain Ski 
Area (winter), and Play and Water Park (summer), Shawnee Canoes, 
Shawnee Playhouse, Shawnee Inn's 27 hole Golf Course, the Shawnee 
Ice Arena, and the Frontier Falls Miniature Golf Course.  Residents are 
entitled to discounts on all activities, but identification is required (a 
Guest Pass from check-in or a wristband).   
 
    Facilities within the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area 
include Smithfield Beach, Hialeah Picnic Area, Hidden Lake Recreation 
Area, and the McDade Bike Trail beginning at Hialeah. 
 
23.  SHAWNEE INN 
    A number of recreational amenities, including an indoor swimming 
pool, are available at Shawnee Inn, and Shawnee Village residents are 
welcome to use these facilities during their stay (you must present your 
guest pass).  The Shawnee Inn is an ongoing hotel and conference 
center.  With this in mind, there are a few rules that apply specifically to 
Shawnee Inn. 
 
A.  Only those persons over the age of 21 years are permitted to enter 
Charlie's Lounge after 5:30 P.M.  Before that time, minors must be 
accompanied by a parent or guardian and are prohibited from sitting at 
the bar. 
B.  Loitering in the hallways and meeting rooms of Shawnee Inn is 
prohibited at all times. 
C.  Radios, other than personal radios with earphones, are not permitted 
on the Inn grounds at any time. 
 
24.  GOLF COURSE 

    The beautiful 27 hole Shawnee golf course is available at discounted 
rates for Shawnee Village residents.  Proper attire is required in order to 
play golf at the Shawnee Country Club.  Tank tops, cut-offs, and shirts 
and blouses exposing a bare midriff are prohibited.  Food and beverages 
are available for purchase on the course, so coolers are not permitted.  
Jogging is prohibited on the course and residents should cross the 
course only at the walkway adjacent to the front gate of the Shawnee 
Inn.
